Our featured Reviewer for 
September 2006 is Cindy C., the 
Head of the Technical Processes 
Department at the downtown 
Bennett Martin Public Library. Cindy 
has worked for the library in a 
number of different capacities and 
has been a frequent contributor to 
the Staff Recommendations 
displays in the library. Reading has 
always been a part of her life, and 
we thank her for responding to our 
request for thoughts on books and 
reading: 
 
"During grade school I lived in a small town in Kansas and then 
we moved to Oklahoma City when I was in the sixth grade. We 
always had books and magazines in the house and my mother 
would read bedtime stories and Mother Goose rhymes to us. I 
vaguely remember learning to read with Dick and Jane and after 
that there was no stopping me. 
 
I remember riding my bicycle to the small library in our town. It 
was in the basement of one of the "downtown" buildings. I was 
enamored of Uncle Wiggly at one point but also tore through all 
the Nancy Drew and Hardy Boy books within reach. My 
grandfather, bless his heart, would bring 5 or 6 hardcover books 
for me every time he visited. He must have had a wonderful 
consultant at the department store in Wichita where he made his 
purchases because the books were always age-appropriate and 
fairly good literature. 
 
I would read by flashlight under the covers and I particularly 
remember "Charlotte's Web" was the first book that made me 
cry. I could get so engrossed in a book that I would not hear my 
mother calling. I think it drove her nuts at times. 
 
How important are books and reading to me? 
 
Reading is still a great way to relax and to learn new things! So I 
would say that books and reading are vital for me. I must have a 
book at hand! Once in the mid-sixties my husband and I were on 
a train in Europe. We had purchased a copy of "The Hobbit" and 
we both wanted to read it. So we tore it apart and I would hand 
more pages over to him as soon as I'd finished them. 
 
How do I select what book to read next? 
 
I select books to read by reading reviews, by what mood I'm in (I 
don't like depressing or gory books - sorry Stephen King), by 
serendipity, or by…

Norman Lewis was a writer who covered 
areas of the globe not normally visited by 
outsiders. He visited Indo-China in 1950, 
Burma before the communists, tribal 
India, and various locales in South 
America. He wrote an expose on the 
brutal, genocidal treatment of the Indians 
in Brazil in 1969 which led to the 
founding of Survival International, a 
world-wide organization working for tribal 
peoples' rights. The World, the World 
describes Lewis's life and travels. He 
truly had a way of picking out the most striking or bizarre 
happenings that occurred during his trips. His sympathy for the 
foibles of mankind also comes through in his writing. If you like 
reading about other people's lives, this book will be enjoyed.

Produced by the same knowledgeable and helpful folks 
who bring us the NoveList database (definitely worth 
checking into, if you haven’t done so already), NextReads 
is a special collection of thematic newsletters that will be 
published once per month (or once every other month) in 
20 different categories. 
 
Regular readers of The 
BookGuide Bulletin may 
recall mention in our July 2006 issue of a new feature we 
were preparing to launch, called Checklists. Well, about the 

same time as we were starting to work on Checklists, NextReads became available to 
us. With Checklists, we were planning to put out only 4 to 6 thematic 
booklist/newsletters monthly, around themes such as “Mysteries”, “Romance Fiction”, 
“SciFi” and “Business & Marketing”. NextReads covers these categories and many 
more. Beginning in Mid-September, library patrons will be able to visit the BookGuide 
site, click on the NextReads logo (shown above), and sign up to receive regular 
newsletters in any of the following popular categories: 
 

Science Fiction Romance Armchair Travel Business & Marketing 
Do-It-Yourself Fantasy Biography & Memoir Spirituality & Religion 
Audiobooks Horror Inspirational Fiction Mind & Body Fitness 
Teen Scene Mystery Historical Fiction History & Current Events 
Fiction A-to-Z Pop Culture Nature & Science Thrillers & Suspense 

 
In addition, BookGuide staff will be able to create additional regular “customized” 
newsletters, focusing on subjects such as “Nebraska Authors”, “Local Book Group 
Selections”, etc. Each issue of each newsletter will be delivered to you through your e-
mail, and will highlight new additions to the library collection as well as looking back on 
some older titles that still deserve the attention.
